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Directions to U.C. Berkeley (pg 1)

Â See the next page for directions from major locations to campus. You will be parking in 
Lower Hearst Parking Lot.

Â The entrance is on Hearst Ave (between Euclid and Scenic Ave.), accessible to 
cars driving west (see picture).

Â GPS/Navigation Device Information:

Â Coordinates: 37.875095,-122.261148
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Â From San Francisco, the San Francisco airport, and points south on northbound 
Highway 101:

Â Take US-101 north and merge onto the I-80 east.

Â Go across the San Francisco/Oakland Bay Bridge.

Â Stay left as you get off the Bay Bridge continue on the I-80 east heading to Berkeley & 
Sacramento.

Â Exit onto University Ave and go east for 2.3 miles until Milvia Street.

Â Make a right onto Milvia Street and go 0.4 miles until Durant Ave.

Â Make a left onto Durant Ave and go 1.0 miles until Piedmont Ave.

Â Make a left onto Piedmont Ave and go 0.3 miles until it becomes Gayley Road. 

Â Continue on Gayley Road for 0.3 miles until Hearst Ave.

Â Make a left on Hearst Ave and go 0.3 miles until you reach the Lower Hearst Parking 
Lots (on your right).

Â From Oakland, the Oakland airport, Hayward or San Jose on northbound I -880:

Â Stay in left center lanes on I-880 when you reach downtown Oakland

Â Exit I-80 east (to Berkeley).

Â Exit onto University Ave and go east for 2.3 miles until Milvia Street.

Â Make a right onto Milvia Street and go 0.4 miles until Durant Ave.

Â Make a left onto Durant Ave and go 1.0 miles until Piedmont Ave.

Â Make a left onto Piedmont Ave and go 0.3 miles until it becomes Gayley Road. 

Â Continue on Gayley Road for 0.3 miles until Hearst Ave.

Â Make a left on Hearst Ave and go 0.3 miles until you reach the Lower Hearst Parking

Â From Highway 24 exit at College Ave and go 0.3 miles until Presley Ave.

Â Make a left onto Chabot Road and go 0.2 miles until College Ave.

Â Make a right onto College Ave and go 1.5 miles until Durant Ave.

Â Make a right onto Durant Ave and go 0.1 miles until Piedmont Ave.

Â Make a left onto Piedmont Ave and go 0.3 miles until it becomes Gayley Road. 

Â Continue on Gayley Road for 0.3 miles until Hearst Ave.

Â Make a left on Hearst Ave and go 0.3 miles until you reach the Lower Hearst Parking 
Lots (on your right).

Â From the East Bay on northbound Highway 13:

Â Highway 13 ends and becomes Tunnel Road. Continue on Tunnel Road for about 1.3 
miles until Domingo Ave.

Â Make a right onto Domingo Ave and go 0.1 miles. 

Â Bear left onto Russell Street and go 0.1 miles until Claremont Blvd.

Â Make a right into Claremont Blvd and go 0.1 miles.

Â Bear right onto Belrose Ave and go 0.1 miles until Derby Street.

Â Make a left onto Derby Street and go 0.2 miles until Warring Street.

Â Make a right onto Warring Street and go 0.2 miles.

Â Bear left onto Piedmont Cres and go 0.1 miles. 

Â Continue on Piedmont for 0.4 miles until it becomes Gayley Road. 

Â Continue on Gayley Road for 0.3 miles until Hearst Ave.

Â Make a left on Hearst Ave and go 0.3 miles until you reach the Lower Hearst Parking 
Lots (on your right).

Â From the East Bay on I -80 bound either east or west:

Â Exit onto University Ave and go east for 2.3 miles until Milvia Street.

Â Make a right onto Milvia Street and go 0.4 miles until Durant Ave.

Â Make a left onto Durant Ave and go 1.0 miles until Piedmont Ave.

Â Make a left onto Piedmont Ave and go 0.3 miles until it becomes Gayley Road. 

Â Continue on Gayley Road for 0.3 miles until Hearst Ave.

Â Make a left on Hearst Ave and go 0.3 miles until you reach the Lower Hearst Parking

Â From the East Bay on westbound I -580:

Â The Table

Â You will be provided with a 72''x30'' table that is similar to the following:

Â Electrical Power

Â Power will be provided via extension cord. EJC will take care of setting this up. 

Â Please let your EJC representative know if you need electrical power.

Â Airbears

Â While tabling, do not hesitate to ask for wireless internet access.  EJC will sign 
you into the campus WiFi. If no EJC representatives are present, call one of the 
numbers in the Contact Information section (page 2 ) for login information.

Â Poor Weather Contingency

Â If the weather does not permit outdoor tabling, the event will be moved to a 
secondary location at 120 Bechtel . Your EJC guide will take you to this location.

Â A Feast!

Â When you arrive at your table, there will be several bottles of water. 
Should you need more, please let your EJC representative know.

Â Between 12:00 PM and 12:30 PM, an EJC representative will approach 
your table and ask for your choice of vegetarian or non-vegetarian 
sandwiches. Upon making your selection, the EJC representative will 
retrieve your order and return it to your table.

Â Please note, this is included as part of your EWeek sponsorship.

Â There will also be a barbeque hosted by campus engineering societies. 
Corporations are welcome to partake in the food and drinks!

Â If you would like to sample more of Berkeley’s culinary delights, there are 
plenty of options all around campus. Please see the next page for details 
on the restaurants shown below:
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Food and Drink (pg 2)

Â A. La Valôs Pizza –A good place to go for pizza, pasta, and Italian food in general. EJC 
recommends the small pizzas at La Val’s. They are good for one person and are 
definitely worth the money. A pool table and a small arcade can be found at the 
restaurant.

Â B. Top Dog (Inside Hearst Food Court) –A renowned Berkeley hot dog vendor. 
They sell a wide variety of hot dogs for about $3 each. Two hot dogs are usually 
enough to fill up one person for lunch. EJC recommends trying out the exotic flavored 
hot dogs.

Â C. Seven Palms Food Center –This is not a restaurant but a liquor/convenience store. 
They do sell snack foods, ramen, etc. that one would expect to find at a typical 
convenience store. The good thing about this store is that the pricing is generally 
cheaper than other stores in this area.

Â D. Nefeli Café –This little café offers really good coffee and a nice atmosphere. They 
also sell sandwiches and the like. However, portions are on the small side, as one would 
expect at a café. 

Â E. Stuffed Inn –This place offers really good sandwiches for lunch. However, the line 
during lunchtime hours is usually out the door. People in a hurry might not want to eat 
at this restaurant.
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Food and Drink (pg 3)

Â F. Bongo Burger –This is a typical burger joint offering cheeseburgers, chicken 
burgers, etc. The pricing is slightly expensive and personally I (opinion) do not think the 
food is worth the money. Unless you really like hamburgers for lunch, you should try 
out another place.

Â G. La Burrita –This famous Berkeley burrito joint offers a wide selection of Mexican 
food. The pricing is decent and the burritos are usually pretty filling. This store can be 
found right next to La Val’s.

Â H. Gomnaru Restaurant (Inside Hearst Food Court) - This is a nice little Korean 
barbeque restaurant that offers dishes like BBQ chicken and BBQ beef. The portions are 
fairly large and the food is moderately priced. 

Â J. Akiôs Japanese Restaurant (Inside Hearst Food Court) –A little Japanese 
restaurant that sells typical Japanese food like Udon, Tempura, and Sushi. The serving 
sizes and pricing are similar to other typical Japanese restaurants.

Â Other Restaurants: This is by no means an exhaustive list. One can find many other 
restaurants in the Hearst Food Court and along Euclid Avenue. If you have any 
questions please feel free to contact any EJC representative.
